The Happiness of Durga Puja

Now in her final year of Industrial 
Engineering at Oregon State 
University, Sneha Sinha reminisces 
on fond memories of holding her 
Didun’s hand and walking through 
the eternally bustling streets of 
Kolkata. All throughout her life, she 
surrounded herself with Satyajit Ray 
books, Rabindranath Tagore’s lyrics, 
and her very favorite MaacherJhol! 
She likes to joke that although she 
grew up right here in Portland, she 
feels more Bengali than American. 
Drawing upon her inspiration and 
memories, Sneha tries to capture her 
love and passion for Bengali culture 
through bright colors and 
manifestations in art. This painting is 
titled ‘Maa’ - Acrylic on Canvas.”

Title - Maa
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 Goddess Shailputriwhose name means daughter of the mountain, and is also 
known as Sati, Bhavani, Parvati or Hemavati, is a form of Durga often celebrated as 
the first form during Navratri. Today we explore the history of Shailputri and how 
she came to be. 
 Long ago in ancient India there was a king named Daksha. Early on in his life he 
had done many great things and saved many people and so MaaDurga promised 
him that he would bear a daughter that would be a form of MaaDurga. But he let all 
of this go to his head and so he became arrogant and prideful. At first MaaDurga 
debated whether she should still be reborn as King Daksha’s daughter but then 
decided to do so only to break King Daksha’s pride and teach him a lesson. So she 
was born to him under the name of Sati. She lived happily for years and eventually 
wished to marry Lord Shiva. Lord Shiva accepted knowing that Sati was actually 
none other than MaaDurga. King Daksha was delighted and the marriage took 
place. Eventually Kin Daksha Called all the gods for a ceremony and when Lord 
Shiva did not bow to him got enraged and swore to get revenge.
 Once the King decided to perform a very big ceremonial yagna and purposely left 
lord Shiva out. Sati begged Lord Shiva to go saying that her father must have 
forgotten, but lord Shiva knew better. He contemplated going for his wife and while 
at first he said no, he let his wife go without him. Upon arriving home she was sad to 
realize that except for her mother no one was happy upon her return. She walked up 
to her father who did not even look her in the eye and said blandly, “Good, your rude 
husband has not come, now sit down and enjoy the ceremony”. 
 Hearing this Sati became enraged and said in anger, “How dare you talkto my 
husband in this manner. Your arrogance and ego has taken control of you. I am 
ashamed to be known as your daughter”. 

 Saying this she made a promise to Lord Shiva to return to him once she was 
reborn to a kinder father she would return to him and before everyone’s eyes she 
burned to ash in her own anger, teaching her father a lesson. She would later be 
reborn to Parvat Raj Himalaya and would remarry Shiva as Shailputri/Parvati.
 This not only tells us to not be prideful but also shows that love can last through 
lifetimes. As this year’s story draws to a close I can tell you for sure that next year 
we can learn about Brahmachirini and her resolve to woo Shiva.
